Depar ture Site and Times
For your comfort and convenience, we will be departing from Landmark Aviation, 4360 Agar
Drive, South Airport. Our hostess will greet you, check you in and direct you to our private
Lounge & Conference Centre. Check-in time is one hour prior to departure at 2:15 pm with
our charter flight departing at 3:15 pm. Please ensure you have photo ID or you may be
denied boarding. The charter will only be delayed for weather or mechanical reasons and
guests will have to incur the expense of alternate travel if our charter is missed. With our
new helicopter service from Masset to the lodge, guests are required to view a video on
safety and loading instructions and in order to expedite turn-arounds in Masset, we will now
show this video in our Vancouver Lounge. Our arrival time into Masset will be approximately
5:00 pm at which time the first group will depart for the lodge, arriving at approximately
6:00 pm. These aircraft will then return to Masset with out-bound guests and return to the
lodge with the remainder of guests and baggage at approximately 7:00 pm. Upon your
arrival at the lodge you will enjoy a leisurely evening of beverages and dinner. You will also
receive your fishing licence and be given a short orientation on the lodge. Arrival time back
in Vancouver is approximately 10:00 pm. We recommend you overnight in Vancouver. All
times are approximate and are subject to change without notice. Weather conditions may
cause unforeseen delays – Peregrine Lodge is not responsible for any such delays.

Luggage Restr ictions
Now that we are transporting our guests via helicopters, weight is a major concern. WE
REQUIRE THAT YOU LIMIT YOURSELF TOONE, SOFT-SIDED BAGAND A LIMIT OF 25 LBS.
This limit includes any carry-on bags. If your luggage exceeds our weight requirements, your
bag may not get loaded or you will be asked to lighten it. We thank you for your co-operation
in this matter. Luggage liability limit is $200 per guest.

What To Br ing
Dress at the lodge is casual. We recommend that you dress in layers for comfort throughout
the day. You will be provided with high quality waterproof and windproof outerwear (Coast
Guard Approved) and boots during your stay. A terry bathrobe and slippers are supplied as
are shampoo, conditioner and soap.

NEW Outerwear /Rain Gear
New for 2007 is lightweight, comfortable, waterproof and windproof outerwear...we suggest
you wear a sweatshirt and jeans or sweats under this product for added warmth.This gear
is to be returned to the dry room after each day of fishing. At no time is rain gear to be
taken back to your room or into the main lodge. You will get the same gear the next day
as we tag it with your name. Please help us keep the rooms and lodge clean and fresh by
returning your equipment each night to the dry room.

Guide Pol icy
It is our policy and desire to accommodate all our guests equally and, for that reason, we will
attempt to provide you with a preference up to twice on a 5-Day Trip and once on a 4-Day
Trip remembering that certain guides are designated for the larger Cabin Cruisers only.

Boats and Gear
Peregrine Lodge maintains a fully equipped fleet of 17' Boston Whalers powered by 50hp,
4-stroke engines. All boats accommodate two guests, along with an experienced guide. If
you are traveling by yourself, you will be paired with another single person. If you are a
party of three, one of your party will be fishing with someone else. Peregrine has a number
of covered, larger 23' Cabin Cruisers equipped with a washroom. These boats can fish up
to three guests and are available for charter on a daily or trip basis. The cost is $400cdn per
day/$400us per day with a minimum two guests and a maximum of three. You can book at
the lodge provided they are still available or call our office and book in advance. All fishing gear
includes single-action reels, halibut gear, down riggers, fish finders and VHF marine radios.

Fishing Hours
We provide 10 1/2 hours of dock-to-dock guided fishing per day except for the last day which
will be approximately 8 1/2 hours as we need to prepare your last day's catch and prepare for
your departure. Should you and your fishing partner wish more fishing time, your request
must be made the night prior to the next day's fishing. The charge for extra time is $30 per
hour/per guest with a minimum of two guests per boat for a total of $60 per hour. For three
guests in the boat, it is $90 per hour. For example, two guests x 1-1/2 hours extra time = $90
or $45 each. Fishing time cannot exceed 12-1/2 hours dock-to-dock and the latest time back
at our dock is 7:30 pm. The earliest departure from the dock is 6:00 am. Sunday and Wednesday
are the two days that must remain on the posted time frame. If you need assistance getting
to the dock, please check with the manager or fishmaster and he will arrange a ride for you.
Please ensure you have your fishing l icence with you at al l times as your guide wil l require
you to have it.

Lounge Hours
Our lounge is open Monday to Saturday, 10:00 am to 12:00 pm. On Sunday the hours are 11:00
am to 12:00 pm. As we have a Class-B dining room liquor licence, alcohol cannot be served
beyond these hours. Last call is 11:30 pm. We provide six cans of beer per guest a day per
boat. In the event that you do not drink beer, we can substitute wine. For insurance purposes, we
must comply with the regulations on the consumption limits of alcohol in the boats.

Gift Shop
Be sure to visit our Gift Shop located upstairs in the Main Lodge. It features a wide selection
of West Coast books, unique Haida jewelry and a variety of custom Peregrine Lodge apparel
– perfect for yourself or for gifts. The Gift Shop also stocks warm gloves, sunglasses, sun-
screen, disposable cameras, film and toiletries.

Photography
About halfway through our 2003 season we introduced a photographer who spent his days on the
water taking pictures of guests playing and landing fish. He also took pictures on the dock at the
scale as well as group or family pictures. At the end of the day, you could view and purchase
pictures of your and/or your group. During this, we found that some guests would rather have us
provide them with a CD of their favourite shots rather than just pictures. Last year we were not
equipped to provide that service, but, I am glad to report this will be possible this coming season.

E-Mail and Laptops
We hope to have a system in place in the business office allowing you to check your e-mail.
In order for this system to work, you must have (or set up before arriving at the lodge) a web
browser account. (ie: Yahoo, Google Hotmail, etc.) Please do not bring your personal laptop
as it will not work on our system. Laptops are provided for your use in our guest offices.

Phone System
There are phones in every room, allowing you to make your personal or business calls from
the comfort of your own room. Wake-up calls will be made through this phone system. For
the purpose of your personal phone needs, you will be able to make these calls from your
room. The charge for this service is $5.00 for the trip to connect your phone and $0.75 per
minute anywhere in Canada and the USA. All International calls are $1.75 per minute. Upon
your arrival at the lodge, you will be issued your fishing licence. At this time, you will be
asked if you wish to have your phone connected. We will then require an imprint of your
credit card. Please be advised this is an "in-house" phone system – personal long distance
accounts or phone/credit cards will work but, by using your personal account, you will be
charged twice.

Salmon Conservation Fee
You may notice that on your final invoice there is a "Salmon Conservation Fee" per person.
Over the years, Peregrine Lodge has participated in various salmon conservation measures.
The funds collected through our invoicing will go directly to various organizations that
participate in river restoration, fish hatcheries, and the lobbying of government agencies to
maintain the rights of the individual sports fisherman to access this wonderful natural
resource. As we respect the rights of our clients, payment of this fee is voluntary.

Fish Processing
Peregrine Lodge provides all fish cleaning and packing. All fish will be filleted and vacuum
packed unless instructed otherwise. We also offer canning and smoking by St. Jean's
Cannery. Canning, smoking and vacuum packing will not be available for your last day's
catch due to time restrictions. All of your fish will be frozen except for your last day's catch
which will be packed with your frozen catch and gel packs to ensure it will be safe until you
arrive home.

Gratuities
We are repeatedly asked what our policy is. We feel gratuities are self-earned, however, we
recommend $30-$40 per day/per guest for our guides. These are generally paid at the end
of each day as you will be given a different guide daily. For other staff such as dock staff,
chambermaids, and kitchen staff etc., our suggestion is $25 per day, per guest and is gen-
erally paid on the last morning of your trip. An envelope will be placed in your room on the
last evening of your trip for this purpose. Corporate gratuities can be invoiced. Again, these
are only guidelines and in no way should reflect on your decision.

Vancouver Accommodation
We recommend you overnight in Vancouver after your fishing trip. Hotels we prefer are the
Fairmont Vancouver Airport (1.877.442.3474), Marriott Vancouver Airport (1.877.323.8888/
604.276.2112), Best Western Richmond Inn (1.800.663.0299) and Delta Vancouver Airport
(1.877.814.7706). All hotels are within close proximity to the airport and offer complimentary
shuttle service. We would be happy to assist you with reservations.

Parking At The Airpor t
There is paid parking available at Landmark Aviation. Check with your hotel as they will also
offer guest parking. If you’re a hotel guest, just leave your car there and shuttle to the airport.
